| have been experiencing difficulty standing for long
periods, and looked for some way to convert my Jet
1220VS to allow me to sit down. | had originally fitted
the lathe on a Woodfast stand which gave good
stability and allowed for height adjustments.

| determined that the angle | wanted was 30 degrees.
| allowed for the base panel to be moved allowing for
the weight to be centred over the stand. A new panel
was hinged to the first, and blocks at the correct angle
securely bolted in between. The whole frame was
fitted with extra securing bolts for safety. If a different
angle should be preferred new blocks could be fitted
without much trouble or removed entirely. Another
addition was the connection of an emergency switch
which | had intended to fit for ages. | would suggest
that a lathe of the size of the Jet would be about the
limit for such a conversion.

Tree of the Month
Western Rosewood

e w"

Western Rosewood Trees

Botanical name: Alectryon oleifolius (formerly)
Heterodendrum oleifolium

Other common names: Boonaree, Cattlebush,
Boonery, Applebush, Redheart, Rosebush, Bullock
Bush.

Family name: Sapindaceae.

Distribution: A small tree to 9 metres that is found
mainly on the grassy plains of inland Queensland and
New South Wales.

Colour: The heartwood is a dark purple-red to dark
brown with streaks of darker timber. The sapwood is
narrow and yellow..

Mechanical properties: Kiln dried density of about
100kgs/m? (66lbs/ft®). The timber has not been tested
but its density indicates that Western Rosewood is a
heavy and strong timber. It is probably durable. The
sapwood is, however, susceptible to Lyctid borer
attack.

Uses: Possibly limited to turnery as the trunk is short
and more often than not is bent. Small woodware and
small furniture items.

Availability: Fairly scare - regional -craftwood
suppliers may hold stocks.
